A significant proportion of the 2017-18 Year 11 cohort were pupil premium students (46% of those attaining English and 42% of those attaining Maths).

In Maths there was no gap in expected progress between disadvantaged young people and their peers. Furthermore, a positive percentage of pupil premium students exceeded expected progress when compared against the cohort (29% of PP exceeding expected progress compared to 24% of the cohort).

In English there is an attainment gap, however, this mirrors the gap in all subjects. For 2018-19, English will be a priority area of development.
Intended Spend 2018-2019
It is estimated that North East Derbyshire Support Centre will receive £54,530 during the 2018-19 academic year.
